Docent Program 

What Do Docents Do? 

Docents offer their experience to visiting 

school groups by leading guided tours of 

the Museum galleries and fort grounds. 

 

Traits of a Great Docent 

A great Docent has a love of history, en-

joys working with youth, and is able to 

speak comfortably in front of the public. 

 

Time Commitment 

One training session plus one school tour 

per week during the spring season, fall 

season, or both. 

Spring:  April 15 to May 31 

Fall:   Sept. 1 to Oct. 15 

Tours are usually 90 minutes long, com-

bining  a 45 minute inside session with a  

45 minute outside session. 

 Front Desk Volunteers 

What Do Front Desk Volunteers Do? 

Front Desk Volunteers provide support to 

Museum staff. They greet visitors, ring up 

admissions and gift shop sales on the 

cash register, assist in re-stocking the gift 

shop, answer visitor questions regarding 

site history and area attractions, and an-

swer the telephone. 

 

Traits of a Great Front Desk Volunteer 

A great front desk volunteer possesses a 

love of history, a knowledge of Casper 

and of Wyoming, and really enjoys talk-

ing with visitors. 

 

Time Commitment 

Volunteers are needed May through Sep-

tember. We ask for one (or more!) shifts 

per week. Hours are flexible, but typically 

volunteers work three or four hour shifts, 

in the morning, afternoon, or around the 

lunch hour. 

Garden Volunteers 

What do Garden Volunteers Do? 

Garden Volunteers help provide the ef-

fort that keeps our heirloom garden 

looking great. We need help watering, 

weeding, and talking to our visitors 

about the garden. 

Time Commitment 

Volunteers are needed May through 

September. We ask for one (or more!) 

shifts per week. Hours are flexible, but 

typically volunteers work in the morning. 

Collections Volunteers 

What Do Collections Volunteers Do? 

Collection Volunteers catalog, inventory 
and re-house artifacts, photographs and 
archives.  Prior knowledge of museum 
methods is not required. 

 

Traits of a Great Collections Volunteer 

A great Collections Volunteer is organized, 
detail oriented, and willing to follow muse-
um policies for safe object handling. 

 

Time Commitment 

Hours and work times can be flexible; the 
volunteer will need to commit to a regular 
schedule.
